- Keep all your bookmarks in delicious and access them from home, office, anywhere. 
- Share your bookmarks with family, friends, and colleagues. 
- Discover new sites from the delicious community (browse, find, get

(Easiest way to find it it is to Google:  delicious) 

2. Sign up now É for an account 
 
3. Add Listing: 

a. Use Post Menu option to add new listing

b. Activate Browser Buttons

4. Using Tags 
a. Tags are one-word descriptors that you can assign to any bookmark. Tags can't 

contain quotation marks or whitespace, but are otherwise unrestricted. You can assign 
as many tags to a bookmark as you like, and rename, delete, add or merge tags 
together. 

b. The social component enters when someone else posts related content with the same 
tags. You begin building a collaborative repository of related information, driven by 
personal interests and creative organization. For instance, to view everybody's 
bookmarks on design, visit del.icio.us/tag/design. 

c. Use a shared tag for a project (eg: dcstory) to identify resources then check to see 
what everyone has come up with.

d. Share your tags with others not on delicious by including your login and the tag of 
interest:
